5. 2010 Booth sizesareasfollows: 10' X 10', 10' X 20’, and 10' X 30'. See
application for pricing. Therewill be a $5.00 feefor electricity per booth and
a $5.00 latefeefor all contractsreceived after August 28, 2010.

6. Weencourageall crafters, concessionaires, and demonstratorstodressin
early era attire.

7. Booth rentals help pay for our festival, therefore NO REFUNDS will be given
for inclement weather.

8. Check intimesisfrom 9:00 AM to 5:00 PM Friday September 17 and from
8:00 AM t0 9:00 AM Saturday September 18. Y ou must have your own
tables, chairs, canopies, grounded electrical cords, etc. Most of the spaces will
be on pavement. We do not provide any security during the overnight hours
except for the normal police patrols. Trip hazards caused by improperly run
electrical cordswill bethe sole responsibility of the Vendor.

9. Mansfield Area Chamber of Commerce, the Wilder Day’s Committee, nor
the City of Mansfield will beresponsible for thefts, accidents, or injuries.

20" $60.00 or 10" X 30" $90.00 plus $5.00 per booth for electric if needed.

3. Regular Craft and Vendor Booths along sides of square 10° X 10" $30.00, 10’ X
20" $45.00, or 10' X 30" $70.00 plus $5.00 per booth for eectricity if needed.

4. Not for Profit groups that sell goods 10° X 10" $15.00 plus $5.00 for electricity if
needed. Larger booths will pay same as Regular Craft Booths.

5. Electioneering Booths will be the same as regular Craft Booths. All entries
received after August 28 will be charged a $5.00 late fee. Vendors are encouraged
to set up on Friday, or as early on Saturday morning as possible. We would like to
encourage as many vendors as possible to set up on Friday.

Demonstration booths that demonstrate “old time” skills to the public or
information booths will be allowed to set up at no charge as long as vendor sells nothing.
The $5.00 charge will be levied however if electric is needed.
